THIRD AMENDED PLAN OF REORGANIZATION 
 

The Debtor’s Third Amended Chapter 11 Plan of Reorganization, dated 
December 17, 2001 (the "Plan") referred to in this ballot can be confirmed by the United States 
Bankruptcy Court and thereby made binding on you if it is accepted by (a) in the case of claims, 
the holders of two-thirds in amount and more than one-half in number of allowed claims in each 
class, and (b) in the case of interests, holders of two-thirds in amount of the allowed interests in 
each class.  Classes of claims and interests are entitled to vote on the Plan if their claims or 
interests are impaired under the Plan.  If the requisite acceptances are not obtained, the Court 
may confirm the Plan if it finds that the Plan accords fair and equitable treatment to the rejecting 
class.  For your vote to count, your completed ballot must be actually received by The 
Altman Group, Inc. 60 East 42nd Street, Suite 1241, New York, New York 10165, or by fax 
to (212) 681-1383, on or before 5:00 p.m.
