Mauster Ballot; and (iv) Establishing Solicitation and Tabulation Procedures (the “Motion™) filed
by EG Liquidating Company, Ltd., f/k/a Easy Gardener Products, Ltd., er al., debtors and debtors
in possession in the above-captioned Chapler 11 cases (collectively, “EG™ or the “Debtors™); and
after considering the pleadings and other documents filed in this case, and the arguments of
counsel, the Court finds that the Motion is mentorious and should be and hereby is GRANTED.?
It is therefore:

ORDERED that:

Product Management, LLC, NBU Group, LLC, WCPG Liquidating Company, Inc. (f/k/a Weatherly Consumer
Products Group, Ine.} and WCP Liquidating Company, Ine. (f/k/a Weatherly Consumer Products, Inc.).

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L. The Debior’s First Amended Disclosure Statement for Debtor’s First
Amended Joint Plan of Liguidation Under Chapter 11 of the United States Bankruptcy Code (the
“Disclosure Statement”) is hereby APPROVED in all respects pursuant to 11 U.S.C. § 1125.

2. A hearing to consider confirmation of the Debtors’ First Amended Joint
Plan of Liguidation Under Chapter 11 of the United States Bankruptcy Code (the “Plan”) will be
held on AZW, ML‘, 2006 at /. £0 Am. Prevailing Eastern Time, or as soon thercatter as counsel
can be heard, before the Honorable Kevin Gross, United States Bankruptcy Judge, at the United
States Bankruptcy Court (the “Court™), 824 Market Street, 6th Floor, Wilmington, DE 19801
(the “Confirmation Hearing™). The Confirmation Hearing may be adjourned from time to time
without further notice other than the announcement at the Contfirmation Hearing of the date or
dates ol any adjourncd hearing. In addition, the Plan may be modificd without further notice,
prior to, at or as a result of the Confirmation Hearing.

3. The record date for purposes of voting to accept or reject the Plan is
Scptember 20, 2006 (the “Voling Record Date™).

4. The deadline for the receipt of ballots accepting or rejecting the Flan,
cxcept as otherwise provided in paragraph 7 of this Order, shall be 5:00 p.m. Prevailing Eastern
Time, on October 27, 2006 (the “Voting Deadline™). For a Ballot to be counted, it must be
actually received prior 10 the Voting Deadline at the address indicated in the voting instructions
that accompany the Ballot.

3. The Debtors, through their Balloting Agent, are authorized and directed to
mail, or cause to be mailed, by United Stales Postal Service, first-class delivery, no later than

September 29, 2006, to each of the holders of Claims in Classes 3 and 4 as of the Voting Record
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
