On or about January 29, 2004, the United States Bankruptcy Court for the District of New Jersey (the 
“Bankruptcy Court”) (i) approved the First Amended Disclosure Statement for Debtor’s First Amended Plan of 
Reorganization (the “Disclosure Statement”), filed by General Chemical Industrial Products Inc., as debtor and 
debtor-in-possession in the above-captioned case (the “Debtor”), and (ii) authorized the Debtor to solicit votes with 
regard to the approval or rejection of the Debtor’s First Amended Plan of Reorganization (the “Plan”). Capitalized 
terms in these instructions which are not defined have the meanings set forth in the Plan. 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING THE MASTER BALLOT 

This Master Ballot does not constitute and shall not be deemed to constitute (a) a proof of claim or (b) an 
admission by the Debtor of the nature, validity or amount of any Claim. This Master Ballot is not a letter of 
transmittal and may not be used for any other purpose than to cast votes to accept or to reject the Plan. Do not 
enclose notes or securities with the completed Master Ballot. 

1. This Master Ballot is submitted to you to transmit the votes to accept or to reject the Plan on behalf of 
the beneficial owners for whom you act as intermediary. You should deliver to each beneficial owner (a) an 
appropriate Ballot for voting with respect to the 10-5/8% Senior Subordinated Notes due 2009, (b) a return envelope 
with your preprinted address and (c) a copy of the Disclosure Statement, Plan and attachments thereto.  Please 
indicate their votes by filling in the appropriate boxes on the face of the Master Ballot. 

2. The total amount of Claims held by you as intermediary should be indicated on the face of the Master 
Ballot. The amount of these Claims does not necessarily constitute an Allowed Claim under the Plan. The amount of 
these Claim may be subject to further reconciliation and an objection may be interposed. 

3. After providing all remaining information requested on the face of the Master Ballot, please sign, date 
and return this Master Ballot by mail or overnight courier to the solicitation agent, Logan & Company, Inc. (the

BALLOTS MUST BE RECEIVED BY 5:00 P.M. PREVAILING EASTERN TIME ON 
MARCH 8, 2004 (THE “EXPIRATION DATE”). IF A BALLOT IS RECEIVED AFTER THE EXPIRATION 
DATE, IT WILL NOT BE COUNTED.  AN ENVELOPE ADDRESSED TO THE SOLICITATION AGENT IS 
ENCLOSED FOR YOUR CONVENIENCE. 

4. The Plan can be confirmed by the Bankruptcy Court and thereby made binding if it is accepted by the 
holders of at least 2/3 in amount and more than 1/2 in number of Impaired Claims in a Class. The votes of the 
Claims actually voted in your Class will bind those who do not vote. In the event that the requisite acceptances are 
not obtained, the Bankruptcy Court may nevertheless confirm the Plan if at least one Impaired Class of Claims has 
accepted the Plan and the Bankruptcy Court finds that the Plan accords fair and equitable treatment to, and does not 
discriminate unfairly against, the Class(es) rejecting it. 

5. Beneficial owners must vote all of their Claims within a single Class to either accept or reject the Plan. 
A Ballot that partially rejects and partially accepts the Plan should not be counted. A Ballot that fails to indicate 
acceptance or rejection of the Plan should be counted as an acceptance. 

6. Your signature is required in order for your votes to be counted. If you are signing in a representative 
capacity, also indicate your title after your signature. 

7. This Master Ballot has been prepared to reflect the Class in which the holders you represent are 
eligible to vote. If you or they have Claims in more than one Class you may receive more than one Master Ballot. IF 
YOU RECEIVE MORE THAN ONE MASTER BALLOT, YOU SHOULD ASSUME THAT EACH BALLOT IS 
FOR A CLAIM IN A SEPARATE CLASS AND SHOULD COMPLETE AND RETURN ALL OF THEM. 

PLEASE RETURN THIS MASTER BALLOT PROMPTLY. 

THE SOLICITATION AGENT WILL NOT ACCEPT BALLOTS BY FACSIMILE TRANSMISSION OR BY E-

Certifications by Beneficial Holders

b) to the Bankruptcy Court and the Debtor that such person or entity (or in the case of an authorized 
signatory, the beneficial interest holder) has received a copy of the Disclosure Statement and acknowledges that this 
solicitation is being made pursuant to the terms and conditions set forth therein; 

c) to the Bankruptcy Court and the Debtor that such person or entity has cast the same vote on every 
Ballot completed by such person or entity with respect to holdings in a single class of claims;  

d) that no other Ballots with respect to the amount of the claims identified below have been cast or, if 
any other Ballots have been cast with respect to such claims, such earlier Ballots are hereby revoked; and 

e) to the Bankruptcy Court and the Debtor that either (a) such person or entity has not submitted any
